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Both Sidney Rand and his wife, Lois, have very prestigious backgrounds. Sidney has been a
parish pastor, a college teacher, a national church administrator and president of four colleges.
Those years are most widely associated with St. Olaf College, where he served as president for
nearly seventeen years. His education at Concordia College, Luther Theological Seminary and
the University of Chicago prepared him in theology, and specifically, church history. The
highest point of his career was when he was the United States Ambassador to Norway in 1980-
81. Have you been a classmate of his at any time, or have you been a student when and where
he was a college president? If so, you may be interested in the memoirs he has written, entitled
“In Pleasant Places.”

His wife, Lois, is an accomplished musician and has been the vice-president of a public
relations firm. She has been very active in the Norwegian American Historical Association,
currently serving as the president. NAHA promotes the publishing of Norwegian immigrant
experiences and Norwegian history. Lois has been Sidney’s right hand in supporting him in
college administration and as an ambassador’s wife.
